(Example: the dog lying down with the article between the legs and in
front of the chest.) Minor crookedness of position is not faulty, but sideways indicating of
the article or strong turning around toward the handler is faulty. The dog laying down
with the article between the paws and in front of the chest and under the head is not
faulty as long as the dog is calm in the position, any restiessness or moving the article,
however would be considered faulty. Articles which are indicated or picked up with
strong handler-help are counted as not found.

The indicating of articles may be done standing, sitting, lying down, or by alternating
these positions.
